INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this work is to provide an aid to anyone looking into
the early history of the General Baptist Church meeting in or about
Bessels Green or into refated subjects such as local or family history. It
consists of three primary sources of material, transcribed by others, but
hitherto not readily available in print. For those looking into the more
recent story of the church, a list of such other source material as is
known to the Editor is included as an Appendix (page149).

For those seeking only a brief outline of the story of the Church,this
can be found in a pamphlet ‘The Old Meeting House, Bessels Green’
written by the late Dr N. Bishop Harman and reprinted from the
Transactions of the Unitarian Historical Society 1936-7.

The three primary sources of early material here reproduced are:
ay The Church Book covering the period 1663-1807 held in
Sevenoaks Public Library Catalogue U1000/25Q1
b) The Register Book ending at 1836 held in The Public
Record Office, Kew Catalogue RG4 1728
¢) Letters of Recommendation, previously kept amongst the
Church archives but shortly to be deposited in
Dr Williams’s Library, Gordon Square, London.

The Church Book appears to have come into the hands of a local
historian Dr Gordon Ward FSA who, seemingly without the sanction of
the church, deposited the book in Sevenoaks Library. Before doing so,
either he or a colleague transcribed a large proportion of the book onto
some 100 or so typed sheets. It is these sheets, now typeset, which form
the major part of Part | of this work (pages 1 to 106).

The Register Book was deposited in the General Register Office
(now the Public Record Office) in 1837 in accordance with the
Act of 3 & 4 Vict which inaugurated the General Registration of
Births, Deaths &c in the United Kingdom.
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INTRODUCTION (continued)

It was primarily from this Register Book that Mrs M L Meadon, a
member of the North West Kent Family History Society, in 1982,
compiled a List of Births, Marriages & Burials on 20 or so typed sheets
together with other notes. In February 1986 she very kindly gave a copy
of her work to the Editor. This, now re-typeset, forms the bulk of Part I
of this work (pages 107 to 128).

The Letters of Recommendation which form Part III (pages 129 to
134) were transcribed from numerous original manuscripts by a long
time member of the present Bessels Green Church,. Mrs K.S.M
Crosskey. It is from her typescript that the Letters are here re-typeset in
a format common to the other sections of this work.

An Index of Persons & Places (pages 135 to 144) has been added for
ease of reference by any reader. This is followed by some Appendices
(pages 145 to 149), one of which is referred to above,

Apart from a brief perusal of the Register Book in the PRO some 20
years ago, the Editor has been unabte to check the transcriptions against
the original manuscripts. His only real contribution to this work has
been the typesetting and the compilation of an Index. Thus, whilst there
appears no reason to doubt the accuracy of the splendid work of the
three original transcribers, any serious researcher is advisced to check
with the original manuscript where any section of the text appears
doubtful, or is critical to his interpretation of the events there reported.

All too often in the past, particularly during periods of temporary
decline, the keeping of church records was neglected. Such records
which had survived would sometimes be passed into private hands and
thereafter, unrecognised by later generations, either destroyed or
acquired by a local historian or antique book dealer From the latter
some would have been finally saved when spotted and acquired by a
local Public Library or Record Office and thereby dispersed throughout
the country.

This dispersal of source material has hitherto presented a serious
problem to researchers who would need to spend many hours
deciphering such manuscripts located far from his or her home.

To help avercome this problem, it is the policy of the General Baptist
Assembly to do what it can to make the records of its constituent
churches, extant or extinct, more readily available for study by
transcription and publishing as many of these records as is practicable.
by a series of ‘desktop’ publications. A number of such publications
have already been completed and distributed to appropriate Libraries.
This present work is yet ane more publication in that series.

Of the known surviving early Kent Church Books, one of Dover is
held in The Centre for Kentish Studies at Maidstone and that of
Tunbridge Wells is in the British Library. Of the Books of Bessels
Green, one is in the Public Record Office and the other in Sevenoaks
Library.

Much of the contents of this present work comes from the Church
Book held in Sevenoaks Library. The Editor is indebted fo that
institution both for the preservation of the book, for making it available
for transcription, and for its sanction to reproduce the catalogue of other
related materials in its collection.

The Editor also wishes to express his appreciation of the work of Mrs
M L Meadon and for her kindness in helping him in years now long
past.

The Editor further wishes to express his gratitude to Mrs X S M
Crosskey for making available to him the results of her extensive
research and for her encouragement to him to complete and publish this

2 BESSELS GREEN CHURCH BOOK
A retrospective entry dated May the 2nd, 1712 reads as-follows:.

Here followeth a true transcript of the most valuable and teachable acts
ol the Church as it is recorded in the Old Church Book.

July the 2nd, 1663. Edward Calverly and Mary Watts did take cach other
in marriage according to God's appointment, to live together according to
His ordinance while they two shall live: in the presence of God and us
whose names are subscribed. Here followed thirteen names.

March the 28th, 1664. Persons withdrawn from by the congregation:.
Richard Brown for refusing the counsel of God according to the former
agreement of the congregation and Lemuel Jessupe for refusing to hear
the congregation in the exhortation of the Lord's counsel,

Thomas Adgoe for the gross sin of drunkenness which is so abominable
in the sight of God and his people

1670, the third day of the second month, Edward King excommunicated
for heresy or denying the faith.

1672, William Fuller withdrawn from for four things.

[First, as being an instrument of Satan in labouring to make our knees
fechle and our hands hand down and to hide our light under a bushel by
creeping inlo corners, meeting by fours .

Secondly, for neglecting constant contribution to the wants of the poor,
etc.

Thirdly, for slothfulness and for neglecting 1o assemble with the Church.
Fourthly. for refusing to do his duty in helping to make up the loss and
damage that came to Sister Polson for the truth's sake in no measure
according to his ability.

1672, the eighth month. Robert Harly for drunkenness commonly or
often.
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1681. Thomas Shewbridge for drunkenness and keeping company wish
such wicked persons as he hath done. Edward Whitaker for keeping
company with drunkards and for superstitions and other scandalous
things.

The Church of Christ to fulfil the demands of God in putting out the old
teaven, etc. hath withdrawn from the persons hereafter named for their
disorderly walking contrary to the Holy Law of God, etc.

Walter Purdy, for drunkenness, etc. John Smale for idolatry and refusing
to hear the Church as to come to her at her call: Thomas Godden for
refusing to make good his place in the Church: Wm. Adgoe for
drunkenness and refusing to come to the Church

Edw. Soane for disobedience to parents and drunkenness

Hannah Kinge for mixed marriage:

John Cox for railing and charging the Church with partiality

Agreed to set up Richard Brown if he do not give the Church satisfaction
concerning his carnal living in several particulars and make good his
place in the Church and submit to the judgment of the Church.

Agreed that Richard Calverly do repens of his disorderly behaviour in the
Church contrary to the agreement of the Church or also they will
withdraw from him. Francis Cary withdrawn from for

drunkenness, being twice admonished and remaining stubborn.

Pentecost Jonson withdrawn from for neglecting his assembling with the
congregation and not harking to admonition being twice admonished.
Also Hotmden withdrawn from for not harking to the Church but married
out of fellowship.

Thos.Adgoe his widow hath done so also and is withdrawn from.

Agreed that a Church Meeting to set Bro. Wood apart for marrying out
of fellowship.

Agreed that Bro. Marks Glover is set apart from the congregation for
marrying out of fellowship. It is agreed also to set Bro. Ernest Medhurst
apart for marrying out of fellowship and others, but I pass it and come to
other results of the Church.
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October the 28th, 1681. Then agreed by the congregation that whosoever
shall hereafter sustain any loss or meet with any damage upon the
account of the meetings being at his house or his being publicly
concerned in the work of the ministry that we will generally bear one
another's burdens according to our several capacities, and that within a
month’s time. And as to the real truth of our meanings in this case we
hereunto subscribe our names. Here followed about twenty names.

July the 2nd, 1697. At a Church Meeting held at John Walisses these
things were agreed on as followeth:

First, that differences between brethren be speedily reconciled
Secondly that all superfluity of apparel be laid aside and that there be
moderation in that and ali other things.

Thirdly, that it be publicly preached down in the congregation that
fathers and masters of families endeavour to suppress it.

April the 1st, 1698. This day a Church Meeting holden at Bro. Joseph
Brown's and the following things agreed on:

Imprimis, agreed that the soul condemning sin of pride be utterly
extirpated and rooted out from amongst us and atl the discriminating
characters thereof, to wit superfuity of apparel, and the like according to
the true intent and meaning of the apostles be utterly extinguished.
Secondly, agreed that the Lord's Day be kept holy and that when persons
assembled together in the worship and service of God that they ought not
discourse about temporal things, but to spend the whole day in hearing,
meditating, speaking, and debating of things spiritual that the soul may
thereby be refreshed and edified.

Agreed at a Church Meeling to adinonish such as absent lrom the Lord's
Supper, and if they persist 1o bring it to the Church. It is also agreed that
deacons take care that the poor be supplied, and that money be raised to
assist the ministry, and such as shall refuse to submit themselves to
judgement of the Church as to what they shall give in an equal way
according to their ability shall be admonished as sinners and brought to
she judgement of the Church
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Thus you have an account of the most valid matter as refating to
discipline which js recited only to show what good discipline there hath
been in this Church: that we may endeavour to follow after the same and
not at all to degrade any.
It might be proper to give you an account of some of the results of the
association as touching discipline, but time be scarce and 1, having the
paper of the proceedings, | may remind you of it from thence which |
think may be necessary: for, exceept good discipline be preserved, the
Church will be much corrupted if not dissolved;

July 2nd 1697 At a Church Meeting it was agreed on as followeth.
First. That differences between brethren be speedily reconciled;
secondly, that all superfluity of apparel be laid aside and that there be a
moderation about and in all other things;

thirdly, that it be publicly preached down in the congregation that the
fathers and masters of families endeavour (o suppress it

An account of those things that were debated and determined at a Church
Meeting held May 3rd, 17190. at Brother Joseph Brown’s at Britains.
The first thing debated was the case of Rich.Brown. Brother Joseph
Coates Sen. and Brother White having given him visits according to the
Church's appointment say that he carried it to them very morosely and
not owning that he was guilty of anything but was as fit for communion
as ever he was. Being thus insolent, it was agreed that Brother Joseph
Brown. and Brother Thomas Wickham, and Brother Thomas White
should go and give him a another visit before the latter end of the next
week following. and then if he would not hear them to be
excommunicated.

Secondly, the next result was that the representatives that go to the
association should nominate Brother Robert Norden and Brother Henry
Miller and Brother David Chapman as persons which we think qualified
for messengers.

Thirdly. the next result, upon consideration of the great disorder of
neglecting of coming to the Lord's Table when timely notice is given
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In order for the regulating of this great disorder, upon a due consideration
of many reasons given, it was agreed that when timely notice should be
given to come to the Lord’s Table that all that are present, being members
of the congregation, set down or show their reasons at the same time, and
also to make it of a greater force and to know how to deal with such
persons as shall not confirm bereunto, it is agreed that the representatives
make it a case at the association for their approbation

Fourthly, the next result was that upon consideration of the fruitlessness
of many members as touching their contributing to the necessities of the
Church it was agreed according to apostolical order that every member
lay by something (at least in his mind) according as God Hath possessed
him and so give it in at the monthly contribution upon the first day of the
week, let the matter be never so small so that it be according to their
ability.

Fifthly, the next thing considered was who should go to the association as
representatives of this congregation. 1t was agreed that Bro. White should
be one and that there was three more nominated that were thought out one
of which was to go as they should agree.

Sixthly, upon Bro. Whitels giving an account that there was a probability
of a friend coming up and being placed about Ash in order to carry on the
work of the ministry there, it was agreed that some friends should
endeavour to get him a place for his business and that he should come up
and stay a while for a proof upon all occasions before he have any further
settlement.

Seventhly, the nexi result was that Bro. Joseph Coules, Senr, and Bro.
Jefferies should be ordained as deacons for the congregation the first
opportunity. And that also if Bro. Cox and Bro. Haddock will accept of
this same offer they shall be chosen with them, which is our desire for the
better carrying on, of that great concern. And we hope our brethren will
be ready to every good work.

Eighthly, it was agreed that Bro. James Caverly and Bro. Thomas White
should be ordained elders for the congregation if they accept it. Bro.
Calverly not being with us we could not have his consent then, but a
certain friend said for some reason he thought he would give his consent.
Bro. White did give his consent upon conditions
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At our Church Meeting held at Brother Joseph Brown’s at Britains
December 25th, {710. it was agreed as followeth That the meeting at
Parkgate be supplied and that Bro. Calverly be laid under no necessity to
be concerned to preach there alone.

Secondly, agreed ihat Bro. Calverly have discourse wnth Sister Buckle
Thirdly, agreed that Bro. White send a letter to Bro. H.G.

Fourthly, agreed to keep a day of fasting and prayer both to answer the
request of the persons nominated for messengers, and those that did
consult with them in the matter, and to entreat the Lord to grant us such
qualifications as may (capassiate) and quicken us to discharge our several
duties for the carrying on the cause of Christ as may issue in the Glory of
God, and our present spiritual prosperity and eternal felicity, and the time
appointed is the 26th day of January and place at Bro. Brown’s at
Britains.

Fifthly, agreed that the baptising place be now done

Sixthly, agreed that Bro, White and Bro. ... discourse with Bro. Sowland.
Seventhly, agreed that some course be taken to regulate the disorderly
proceedings of Sister . . .

Eighthly, agreed that all persons that have sufficient information when we
break bread yet make not good their place at the table shall give an
account of the reasons why they absent to Bro. Calverly and Bro. White.
Memoranda. Bro. Fletcher acknowledged his fault in drinking too much
and hath promised amendment. Bro. Richard Glover did not fulfil his
promise in appearing to give the Church satisfaction for his fault

July 13th 1711, At our Church Meeting hetd al Bro. Joseph Brow's at
Britains it was agreed on as followeth.

Iirst. it was agreed that Bro. Joseph Coules should write a letter to Bro.
Matthew Cuffin to desire his approbation that Br. White may be ordained
an elder amongst us.

Secondly, as touching washing of feet it was agreed that those that see it
their duty should be found in the practice of it and that those that cannot
see it to be their duty should not in the least withdraw their affection from
them that do nor them that do withdraw their affection from them that
don’t; but to have an equal respect one for another
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Thirdly, it was agreed that Bro. White take some friend with him and
go and have some discourse with Sister Terrel,

Fourthly, it was agreed that Bro. White go and have some discourse
with Bro. H. Glover and Sister Puckle

Fifthly, it was agreed that there is an absolute necessity that all the
members of the Church be known and that their state and condition be
enquired into

Sixthly, it was agreed that Dorothy Strutfield be excommunicated for
breaking the rules of the Gospel in her marriage and for fornication

July the 18th 171 1. According to the agreement of the Church we have
had discourse with Bro.H. Glover and he promises to come down
amongst us within a month's time. Also we have had discourse with
Sister Puckie and she owns that she hath too much neglected her duty in
coming to the meeting and in contributions and in not being at the Lord's
Table, and the reason she renders chiefly is because she hath not had a
horse that she could venture to ride. She owns also that she hath given
too much liberty in her house concerning selfling of drink and cherries on
the Lord's Day, and for the future doth resolve for to sell them on the
trees. And she intends if possible to come more amongst us. As to
sister ‘T'errel, we went thither and had some discourse with the man, but
as to the woman we could have ne discourse with her; the man told us
that she told him she understood what we were come about and that she
was not willing to have any discourse with us. As to the man we
thought him to blame in some things and gave him the best advice we
could and he promised us that he would endeavour o amend in those
things and that he would if possible bring over his wife to our meeting in
order that we might have some discourse with her

February the 15th, [711/12. At our Church Meeting held at Bro.
Colgates at Smarden, it was agreed on as f'olloweth:

Firstly, it was agreed.that the Congregation be stirred up to meet more
early on Lord's Days.

Secondly, as to the order of discipline in Public places; first it was
agreed that an Elder is under no injunction (if he hear of an evil report
of any member) to go and tell him of it in private, but he may request
him to meet him at a Church Meeting or any o(her place convenient
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where he may take with him one or two more and examine the person
accused.

Secondly, that to ask or question, the better to understand the grounds of
a public bad reported by any member is not blamable but justifiable, (he
end being only to know the truth of the cause. But if opportunity serve,
to enquire first of the person accused is thought most affable, yet no
obligation, the report being public,

Thirdly, that public means ought to be made use of to carry of a public
bad report.

Fourthly, that after anything hath been offered to the judgment of the
Church and is approbated, then none of the members then present shall
find fault for proceeding according to approbation.

Thirdly, that Bro. White send a letter handed by the Church to Bro.
H.G.

Fourthly, agreed that Bro. White give Sister Puckle and R.G. a visit.
Fifthly, as to the case of Sister Terrel it was concluded that Bro.Terrel
be spoke with at the Park.

Sixthly, that if persons be instructed that to marry out of fellowship is
contrary to Gospel order and they consent thereto at their baptism and
after they marry contrary to all this instruction and their own profession
are excommunicable.

Seventhly, that Sister [lollomby be discourse concerning her marriage.
Eightly that care be taken to have some discourse with Wm. Brocker, if
possible.

Ninthly, that Bro. White write a letter to send to Burnham people
concerning Thomas Parr.

May the 30th, 1712. At a Church Meeting holden Bro. Colgate’s at
Smarden it was agreed on as followeth:

First, as to Henry Glover, it was agreed (upon the report that Bro. White
gave of the matter) that he should come to a Church Meeting in order to
give satisfaction and to be restored to his communion.

Secondly, as to Richard Glover, Bro. White gave him a visit according
to the agreement of the last Church Meeting. And according to order he
came to the Church Meeting and gave the Church good satisfaction
signifying that as to his playing at cards he was ensnared into it and that
he had great reftections on his conscience immediately after and that he
resotves to do 50 no more nor keep such company.

Thirdly, as to Sister Puckle, Bro. White gave her a visit according to
the agreement of the last Church Meeting and the Church liked of the
report he gave concerning her indifferently well. Agreed that Bro.
Calverly have a watchful eye upon her and advise her in the best
things.

Fourthly, as to Sister Terrel, it is agreed that Bro.Terrel, her husband,
be requested to come 1o a Church Meeting, and then the Church take
the best satisfaction they can from hirn before they proceed any
farther.

Fifthly, as to Sister Hotlomby, Bro. White hath had discourse with her
concerning her marring out of fellowship as it was appointed last
Church Meeting, and according to the report that Bro. White brings in
and all circumstances that attends the matter, we agree that it shall be
left as Bro. White hath left it, and that she shall not be removed from
communion.

Sixthiy, agreed that Bro. White write a letter to return to Burnham
people concerning Thomas Parr.

Seventhly, agreed to give Bro. Harris Wimble (?) a letter of
commendation to Horsham.

Eighthly, agreed that Bros. Calverly, Chapman, Westerman, have the
money that is made of Sister Hernden's hay if they agree among
themselves and take it for their debt if she be not able in time to come
to pay them any more.

Ninthly, agreed to make a contribution to assist Sister Hernden in her
busincss and that Bro. James Brown and Bro. John Colgate ask the
charity ol members in order to accomplish it

Tenthly, agreed that as to go to Sprinklelings is not expedient, it being
a natural giving away of the cause of Truth, and we resolve (o bear
our testimony against it and that those that go to Sprintlings shall be
counted disorderty and adimonished accordingly.

Eleventhly, agreed that it is not convenient for any to go to the public
for to hear funeral sermons or any other because worse evils may
attend going than can attend the not going: therefore we conclude that
those that go unadvisedly look more at the lesser than at the greater
and give themselves too much liberty, and inconsiderately undermine
the faith and lay a snarg before the weak.

July the Z1st 1712. At our Church Metting holden at Bro. Joseph
Brown’s at Britains it was agreed on as followeth:
First, as touching washing of feet, it was agreed on as followeth; that
those that are for washing of feet shall be found in the practice of it and
not in the least withdraw their affections from them that do not see it to
be their duty, and them that do not see it to be their duty not in the least
withdraw their affections from them that do.
Secondly, it was agreed that a day be appointed only to preach and
debate washing of feet, and that the Church meet as generally as may
be: and the time on Monday the 6th of October and the place at Britains.
And the washing of feet shall not be practised in the congregation before
that time.
Thirdly, as touching Bro. Henry Glover, it was agreed that upon the
acknowledgment of Bro. Henry Glover as touching his not making good
his place i the Church, and upon his resolutions to amend in ali these
matters that we will receive him again into communion
Fourthly, as touching Bro. Terrels wife, it was agreed she shall be
admonished for several disorders
Fifthly, as touching cricketing and cards and dancing and the like, it is
agreed that it is all disorderly walking, and that such shall be
admonished and dealt with according to the nature of the crime.
And as to Marks Glover, it was agreed that Bro. White and Bro.
Haddock admonish him for his evil in playing at cricket,
Sixthly, as touching Bro. Wm. Benge, it was agreed that upon his
acknowledgement of his disorders and resolutions for the future to
amend in those things, that we will fook upon him in communion,
Seventhly, agreed that Bro. Calverly and Bro. White is by this Church
Meeting actually chosen as Elders for the Congregation.
Eighthly, agreed that Bro. Swayland be discoursed by Bro. Jefferies and
Bro. White in order to restore him to his communion.
Ninthly, agreed that Bro. Cox have discourse with Bro. James
Richardson concerning his being a deacon. Also that Bro. James
Hadock and Bro. Richard Westerman assist Bro. Joseph Coules, Sent.
and Bro. Wm Jefferies in the office of deacons till there be a day
appointed for their farther approbation and their own consent for
ordination.

September the 13th 1712, At our Church Meeting hetd Bro. Joseph
Coules at the Park, it was agreed as followeth:
First, as touching Bro. Cox, it was agreed that Bro. Cox be discoursed
with concerning his being a deacon in order to his ordination, and that
Bro. Joseph Brown and Bro. Joseph Coules 1ake care of the matter.
Secondly, as o Bro. Jefferies being a deacon, he agreed to give in his
reasons to Bro. Caverly and Bro. White, and if think his reasons be not
valid that he will accept of it when one or both of them is ordained to the
office of Elder.
Thirdly, as to Bro. Westerman, it was agreed that there is no valid
reason why Bro. Westerman should not be ordained to the office of
deacon, and we have obtained his consent.
Fourthly, agreed according to the agreement written in the Old Church
Book that the deacons shall be supplied with money to retieve the poor
and to discharge all necessary charges of the Church, and by virtue of
their office they shall have power to admonish such as shall not give
according to their ability. And if any will not receive their admonition,
that then they are to tell it to the Church that they may be dealt with
according to the nature of the crime.
Fifthly, agreed that Bro. Chapman’s folly was a great disorder and
highly blamabie. But upon his acknowledgement of his evil and
manifestation of his real repentance and his doing to the utmost of his
power to take of the scandal of the miscarriage, that we will look upon
him in communion and not be reflected on for it.
Sixthly, as touching Bro. Chapnan marrying out of fellowship, it was
agreed that it was a disorder, but upon his acknowiedging of bis evil in
that his first step was disorderly and his careful proceedings in all the
‘aiter pant of the matter, we believe if he had not known her o have been
=1l ‘nclined to the truth he would not willingly have had her. Therefore,
noz s - “monition to behave himself wisely towards her we leave

December the 18th, 1712. At our Church Meeting holden at Bro.
Joseph Brown’s at Britains it was agreed on as followeth;

First, agreed that as touching Bro. Peascud that Bro. James Richardson
deliver in the letter to Horslydown that only gave him liberty to set down
at the Lord’s Table and that Bro. Richardson take care that we have a
letter from Horslydown to commit him to our care.

Secondly, agreed that we hold a Love Feast for the congregation and the
time on the 25th of this instant and the place at Britains. And that Bro.
Joseph Brown and Bro. Wm, lefferies are ordered 10 manage the matter.
Thirdly, agreed that we have some considerations concerning officers
for the congregation at the same time.
